Recommendation: When using a warning line 
system, take steps to ensure it is erected around 
all open sides of the working surface where a fall 
hazard may exist such as a hole large enough to 
fall through, unprotected leading edge or an 
exposed roof ledge. Periodically inspect the

Recommendation: Instruct and require workers 
to wear a full body harness and lanyard attached 
to an "approved" anchorage point within the 
basket when working from a Mobile Elevated 
Work Platform. Take appropriate steps to ensure

Corrected: Item(s) noted above were corrected 
immediately! No further action required. 
 
Notes: Obersved two workers in basket of JLG, 
one was tied off, the other forgot to connect his 
lanyard.  Met with the jobsite Superintendent and 
this was immediately corrected. Discplinary 
action pending.
